Maerdy Youth goes from strength to strength and we now have 81 registered members aged 

between 11 and 20 years.  The young people come from five different local villages and from 

diverse backgrounds.  They have enjoyed three trips so far—one as a residential to an out-

door activity centre, one to the Blue Lagoon and one to the national youth conference to par-

ticipate in workshops and feed into strategic youth consultations.  

The youth enjoy a variety of activities including table-top and outdoor games, gardening, music sessions, 

arts and crafts, cookery and general socialising and participate in a variety of discussions regarding young 

people’s issues.
